Fun with Robots – changing the color and thickness of a line.

We can locate other robot functions by right-clicking on the robot – this should open up a halo of handles. If this doesn’t work, try ALT-leftclick. You should see this:
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So far, all the lines your robot has drawn have been black. You can change this!

Send a robot the message penColor:  with a color object as the argument.

pica  penColor: Color blue.  will change the color of the line to blue.

You can change the thickness of the line by sending the message penSize:  with a number as argument


pica penSize: 5.   will change the width of the line drawn to 5 pixels
