Data Display Project – Pre-Algebra
To complete this project successfully, you will use this rubric,  the  list of FCAT scores, and paper or card for your project (you may ask me for graph paper if you prefer to use that).  Do all work on scrap paper and staple the scrap paper to this rubric.  Put your name on this rubric and on the back of the project.
On the attached list, you will find the FCAT scores for 5th grade girls and boys in both reading and math – these are the scores for students in this year at Milwee.
You will make a histogram for each column – don’t forget to do the frequency table on the scrap paper. Compare the histograms, and discuss your conclusions.
You will then make a box-and-whisker plot for each column. Please use the same number line for the two sets of reading data, and another number line for the two sets of math data, like so:

Girls’ Reading

You must clearly label each graphic display. Remember that intervals for the histograms should be EQUAL. Your number line must be straight and numbers should be evenly spaced.  Neatness counts!

Write a paragraph discussing your conclusions from studying the distributions shown in these plots. Do you think that histograms or box-and-whisker plots are better at showing the similarities and differences between the data sets?
